THE FALLS BOARD OF DIRECTORS RE -ELECTED

About 100 people representing 54 households attended The Falls Owners Association annual meet-
ing on June 18. After an official welcome from board President Kathy Persing, a quick series of re-
ports made it clear that The Falls neighborhood was a well-managed and fun place to live.

Among the highlights, Finance chair Bob Benedict let the audience know that our financial position
was solid and looking good into the future. Social Committee co-chair, Kathy Decoto, said that
events such as Speakeasy Casino Night, New Ye
and plans were underway for more fun at the clubhouse. Ken Krueger noted that the clubhouse now
has new windows, a new sound system, new table and chairs and a new flat screen TV in the fitness
room. Larry Thornburg reviewed the flagpole project and its dedication on Veterans Day.

To conclude the reports, Falls neighbor and president of the Ridge at Eagle Crest Owners Associa-
tion, Bob Rozendal, said that a serious emerging issue for the Ridge is management of stormwater.
A special meeting of the Ridge board will take place Friday at 9:00 a.m., July 9, at the Eagle Crest
administration building. The board will listen to a concept design report from Newton Consultants
and consider ways to collect and safely discharge water off the Ridge.

A key to the well being of our neighborhood is in the willingness of dozens of volunteers to work in
countless ways to communicate, plan, support and get involved in The Falls. Kathy Persing and
Jack Wisemiller led an exercise to demonstrate how people in the community are engaged. A long
list of volunteer and social activities were read, and those people involved with each item stood up.

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PHASE V - CURRENT STATUS

When Eagle Crest Resort Properties took over sales of the remaining lots in The Falls, no one, in-
cluding the Principal Broker, had any idea how quickly things would happen. The economy was
stagnant at best, there was considerable inventory already on the market, and it was the middle of a
cold Central Oregon winter. In a recent interview, however, Tocho Silva was upbeat about the mar-
ket strategy he and his sales force had put in place.

Working in concert with Sage Builders, who have retained rights to use The Falls original designs,
lots have been selling like - well - hot cakes. To be exact, in the six months since they took over,

Eagle Crest Properties has sold six lots. Five are closed, and the sixth is due to close any day
now. I n todayds market, that could be consid

Tocho credits the attractiveness of The Falls and its proximity to some highly desirable golf courses
with contributing to the success. He finds that buyers he has met are eager to move in. One of the
advantages of selling the lots outright is that ownership and its privileges are activated immediately.
Several of the new owners have begun participating in activities here in The Falls, even though their
homes will not be complete for a while. The Reeds, whose house is quickly going up on Victoria
Falls Drive, were even out helping with our Adopt-A-Road cleanup in June.

Sage Builders has contributed to the excitement of new owners by demonstrating their efficiency in
meeting deadlines, as well as the obvious quality of their work.

property values. The lots that have sold have not been discounted in order to make fast sales. To-
cho and his sales force feel confident that the lots are priced well for the market.

Thirteen lots are currently still on the market. It will be interesting to see if Tocho and his staff can
keep up the current pace of sales. One factor that may help to maintain that pace is that Eagle
Crest Properties has set up a procedure to post their listings on The Falls website, which gives addi-
tional contact to buyers from outside the area. The Falls Website comes up when a potential buyer

After what seemed like forever (actually about seven months) Jeld-Wen has finished replacing the
fourteen clubhouse windows that had failed. They did this under warranty and readily identified more
windows than we realized had moisture between the panes. It did drag out a while, but the result
was worth the wait.

Just as | was reporting at the annual meeting that all Falls property was in full functioning order | was
told the motor in the entrance fountain had stopped working. | hope | didn't jinx it. Jim Evans, our
gardener, was the first to notice it and let us know there was a problem. A few days later he pulled
the motor and recommended we replace it rather than just have it serviced. We think that is the
original motor, so it's 10 plus years old. It was rebuilt once already three or four years ago. With
that history in mind, and considering the current condition of the motor, we decided to have a new
motor installed. The estimated $600 cost is covered under our reserve fund. It'll take a week or so to
get the new motor, and then our fountain will be fully functional again.

At our last big event we actually ran out of folding chairs. Our active community has been growing.
Since the identical chairs are still available at Costco, | approached the Finance Committee and the
Board and got permission to purchase an additional 12 chairs. I'll also be requesting 12 more chairs
in the 2011 budget. These additional 24 chairs should handle our needs for a long time. We've been
monitoring the condition of our existing chairs and making repairs as needed. The most common
problem is screws coming out of the chair back. If you see a chair that needs attention put it aside in
the annex and we'll make sure it gets the attention it deserves.
