Falls residents no longer need to make the nearly nine 
mile round trip to Rayôs, or the over ten mile round trip to Fred Meyer, when they need a quart of 
milk (or maybe just a candy bar).

The store will be open 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., 
Monday through Thursday, and 8:00 a.m. to 
9:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday.  Sunday they 
plan to close at 3:30 p.m., but for now hours are 
tentative and subject to demand.  Werner 
hopes to add an ATM machine in the near fu-
ture, which will also provide a convenient ser-
vice for Eagle Crest residents and visitors.  
Josh would also welcome suggestions about 
what to stock. While they opened for business 
on Saturday, May 22, the Werners held a 
ñGrand Openingò on Memorial Day weekend. 
 
Josh is also opening a ñCoffee Hutò in the park-
ing lot of the Lakeside Sports Center.  It will of-
fer snow cones, coffee, soft drinks and smooth-
ies, pastries, and hot dogs.

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RIDGE HAPPENINGS 

Residents on the Ridge side of Eagle Crest are 
now better defended against wildfire.  From May 
8 through May 17, homeowners worked dili-
gently removing shrubs, trees, limbs, and leaves 
that posed a potential fire threat to the neighbor-
hood.  Large 30-cubic yard dumpster boxes 
were placed in five locations including The Falls 
clubhouse parking lot.  People generously do-
nated the yard debris filling 19 dumpsters to the 
brim.  Thatôs 570 cubic yards of biomass 
headed to the grinder for mulch or fuel.  Thanks 
for a job well done. 
 
The Ridge at Eagle Crest Owners Association 
(RECOA) Board met on May 14.  Among items 
discussed were procedures for renewal of the 
management contract, including consideration 
of companies other than Eagle Crest Manage-
ment. 
 
RECOA board members also reviewed a pro-
gress report on efforts to design and construct a 
storm water system on the Ridge, which would 
reduce water runoff and damage from severe 
weather events.  The project, conducted by 
Newton Consultants, is in the second phase of 
the study to collect storm intensity and precipita-
tion data and identify a storm scenario on which 
to base a conceptual design for managing water 
flowing off the Ridge.

                                                                                  Jerry Volf arranged that for us.  His knowledge of 
HVAC systems has been a great benefit to the community. 
 
The ladder fuel reduction program was a great success. We had a number of full dumpsters taken 
away. Ron Klein did a great job coordinating this effort, including going down each evening to climb 
into the dumpster and compact the debris. HCD would not remove a dumpster that was filled past 
the top. Driving around Eagle Crest and seeing the overflowing dumpsters they were working with, it 
was clear to me they didn't have a Ron Klein looking out for them. Jerry Volf, Dave Long, and I al-
most filled up a dumpster ourselves. We trimmed all the trees around the parking lot and those 
within a hundred or so feet of the clubhouse.  
 
We were able to fix an unreported problem with the kitchen dishwasher. The detergent door wasn't 
opening properly. It was an easy fix, but I understand that the Social Committee and others had tried 
to work around this issue for some time. As a reminder, let us know if something isn't working.  
 
A patio door that was very difficult to close and lock was fixed by cleaning out the accumulated de-
bris from the threshold. With any luck we'll have the remaining five windows at the clubhouse re-
placed in June. Jeld-Wen has scheduled the work for June 6. Keep your fingers crossed. 
 
I recently took my own advice and had my septic system inspected. It was a positive experience. 
The HCD folks were very helpful and took the time to explain everything they were doing. The good 
news is that after five years our system was in good shape and didn't need to be pumped or even to 
have the screen cleaned. If you haven't as yet  
had your system inspected see the March,  
2010, newsletter for guidance.
