 FALLS ñBUILD-OUTò MEETING  

WELL  ATTENDED  
 

Approximately 80 Falls residents gathered at the club-
house on April 15 to hear plans for completing of The 
Falls neighborhood.  Eagle Crest Properties and Sage 
Builders announced that they will work together to mar-
ket and develop the remaining lots at The Falls. 
                               
Tocho Silva of Eagle Crest Properties noted that since 
January of this year three lots have sold, two lots are 
pending, and the remaining 14 lots are available for sale.  
The lot prices range from $84,999 to $119,000.  To help 
with marketing, Eagle Crest properties partnered with 
Sage Builders, a frequent builder at Eagle Crest and 
around central Oregon. 
 
Sage Builders acquired the rights to five of C Corp home 
plans, including the Shenandoah, Meriweather, Wood-
bridge, Aspen and Carrington.  The homes will be priced 

at standard, premium and luxury levels.  For example, standard prices for home construction (not 
including lot price) start from $199,860 for the Shenandoah to $270,025 for the Carrington.  Home 
buyers will be able to make personal upgrades to the plans through a change order process. 
 
Sage Builders President, Mark Huffman, said they will offer these homes at The Falls to assure a 
consistent style among existing homes.  He noted that they have built over 100 homes at Eagle 
Crest and are quite familiar with ARC and CC&R compliance.  The homes offered by Sage Builders 
are preapproved by the ARC and will give potential buyers a better sense of the possibilities and 
pricing.  Lot owners may choose any builder and home plan for their property.  However, other home 
plans will need to go through the appropriate ARC review and approval process. 
 
The final phase of The Falls will be in the loca-
tion of the gravel pile along Victoria Falls Dr.  
Approximately 10 to 12 lots will be platted to 
complete the project.  For more information, call 
Eagle Crest Properties at (866) 621-6396.

FireFree EVENT TO BEGIN  

SATURDAY, MAY 8  
 

Residents on the Ridge at Eagle Crest can dis-
pose of their small trees, tree limbs, shrubs and 
other flammable plant debris for free.  Starting 
Saturday, May 8, through Sunday, May 16, help 
defend your home against wildfire. Bring your 
yard debris to The Falls clubhouse parking lot 
and toss it in the FireFree dumpster. 
 
The event is sponsored by Project Wildfire of 
Deschutes County.  It is part of a county-wide 
effort to reduce the risk and damage from a 
wildfire.  Our yards may have ñladder fuelsò that 
create paths to nearby juniper trees and our 
homes.  It is important to assess our yards to 
establish a defensible space against wildfire. 
 
If you use a landscape service to maintain your 
yard, your landscaper can also use the FireFree 
dumpster during this event.  In any case, just 
make sure the material is related to defending 
against wildfire.  No grass clippings, no herba-
ceous weeds, and no garbage should be in-
cluded. 
 
Information is available at the clubhouse on 
how to create defensible space in your yard.  
Stop by the clubhouse anytime for a FireFree 
brochure, visit Project Wildf ire at 
www.projectwildfire.org, or attend a FireFree  
presentation at The Falls Clubhouse, Satur-
day, May 8, at 10 a.m .  Kate Lighthall, program 
coordinator for Project Wildfire, will discuss how 
to make your yard FireFree and will provide an 
update on ladder fuel removal in vacant lots 
and common areas at the resort.
