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DESIGNATED  PARKING FOR  

HANDICAPPED TO CHANGE  
 
In response to a request for suggestions from 
the community, the Maintenance Committee 
has proposed to The Falls Owners Association 
(TFOA) Board that the number of handicapped 
parking spots at the clubhouse be increased.   
The proposal was approved by the Board at the 
December 8 Board meeting. 
 
The most significant change will be to the park-
ing spaces near the storage facility and the east 
door of the clubhouse.  Of the current five 
spaces at that location, the three most westerly 
will be converted to two  handicapped spots, 
one of which will be handicapped-van accessi-
ble.  The two most easterly spaces will remain 
available for general parking.  The two current 
handicapped spaces near the main clubhouse 
door will remain as they are.  This will double 
the number of handicapped parking spaces 
from two to four, which the committee deemed 
appropriate, given that our population, although 
active, is aging. 
 
Since restriping must be done in warmer 
weather, the changes will have to wait until 
spring.  When the changes are made, all will be 
marked with a sign as well as the usual painted 
symbol on the pavement. 
 
Ken Krueger and the committee will notify all 
homeowners at the time the change actually 
takes effect. 

PROCEDURES FOR RECORD RETEN-

TION, EXPENSE REIMBURSEMENT 

GO TO BOARD 
 

The Finance Committee will present The Falls 
Owners Association (TFOA) Board, for approval 
or amendment, draft proposals for records reten-
tion and expense reimbursement at the January 
meeting on Tuesday, January 12. 
 
Much of the work on the draft proposals was 
done by Linda Klein, Finance Committee mem-
ber, drawing on her expertise and experience in 
accounting and finance.  The proposed docu-
ments will provide the first set of formal proce-
dures for dealing with legal and financial require-
ments, allowing the current TFOA Board and 
subsequent boards to maintain continuity in 
times of transition. 
 
Homeowner associations are required by state 
and sometimes federal law to retain certain 
documents.  Among those required are the age-
related Article 6 documents which allow The 
Falls to maintain its ñAge 55 and Olderò status.   
 
While the addition of these documents will not 
alter current operations significantly, they will 
provide guidance for Board decisions.  Docu-
ments will be posted at the clubhouse for home-
owner information after they are adopted by the 
Board.

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MAINTENANCE MOMENT  
 
This month falls into the category of "never a dull moment." Jerry and I had an especially interesting 
couple of days. During the sub-freezing days the evaporator drains on three of the four furnaces at 
the clubhouse froze closed. This causes the drain to back up and the furnace to shut itself off. Later 
that day we also had to deal with a major clog in the ladies' room.  
 
Because of the extended cold snap with burst pipes and power outages throughout Central Oregon, 
getting a plumber or someone to work on the furnaces was out of the question. Most of them didn't 
even bother to answer their phones. Jerry's experience with furnaces paid off. He was able to siphon 
some water out of the furnace pans while I defrosted the drains with hairdryers. We got the furnaces 
working just in time for the Falls Dolls luncheon. I monitored the situation until we had warmer 
weather. Without the heat, the pipes would eventually have frozen. We are working on a modifica-
tion to prevent future freeze-ups. More on that next month! 
 
With some effort we were also able to unclog the ladies' commode and clean up the overflow. We 
don't anticipate this being a recurring problem. 
 
More routine business - We still don't have a date for the replacement of our windows. At this point it 
would be better after the first of the year anyway. 
 
The doors to the card room and the fitness room have all been fitted with self-closing hinges. These 
doors need to be kept closed so the furnaces and A/C units in those rooms don't try to heat or cool 
the great room. Please don't prop them open except when necessary to carry things in or out. 
 
The fire marshal came out to inspect our exit doors and found them all to be in compliance with cur-
rent fire codes.  
 
Reminder  - Please don't assume that the maintenance committee knows about problems/issues at 
the clubhouse. Give me a call or send me an email . The committee will post a sign if repairs are 
delayed for any reason.

Maxine Benshoof, Pat Pertner and Maria Cure 
were the first ladies from The Falls to volunteer 
after the new wing at St. Charles Hospital in 
Redmond was opened. They soon persuaded 
me to join them.  Since then, Mary Harden and 
Jean Sowles have also signed on.  Each of us 
works a four-hour shift, from 8-12 or 12-4 on the 
day of our choice.   
 
There are basically two types of positions avail-
able: front desk/information person or Emer-
gency Room greeter. I started in the ER, until 
there was an opening up front.  In the ER you 
work alone, with some days having little to do, 
and others with a rash of activity.  Your main 
job is to greet patients and their families, direct-
ing them to the "sign-in window" and conversing 
with them if they feel like talking.  Maria works 
there and really likes it, so if you want to know 
more about the ER area, please talk to her. 
 
The rest of us work at the front desk, handling a 
variety of duties.  We greet patients coming in 
for operations of all kinds, take their names, ask 
them to have a seat, then contact "admitting" to 
let them know the patient has arrived.  We do a 
lot of walking, carrying papers, delivering flow-
ers, pushing patients to various destinations 
within the hospital and out the door when they 
leave, and answering dozens of questions 
every day.  Some times we really have to dig to 
come up with the right answer.  We learn some-
thing new every week! 
 
The main thing is always to be pleasant and 
courteous, remembering that most people, pa-
tients or family, are probably under a bit of 
stress and strain.  A smile and a kind word goes 
a long way to make them feel more at ease. 
The atmosphere is very pleasant, the nursing 
staff appreciate us, and co-workers quickly be-
come friends.  So, please come join us.  I'm 
sure you will find the job rewarding, and it is 
easy to apply.
