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MAINTENANCE MOMENT

I'm happy to report that the flagpole has been installed. It was a two-part effort. We dug and poured
a base one week and then put the pole and flag in place the next. Thanks to all who helped including
Larry Thornburgh, Jerry Volf, Dave Long, and Tom Gorman.

The committee is reviewing the handicapped parking at the clubhouse. We're confident that we meet
the minimum ADA requirements so that's not the issue. We don't think we're meeting the needs of
our active but aging adult community. We're looking for input before we make a proposal to the Falls
Board. The current spaces are quite a distance from the main entrance and even further from the
keypad back door. Winter is especially problematic when the parking lot may be slippery.

What we're considering is moving the handicapped parking to the area by the back door. This has
several advantages. We could increase the number of spaces from two to four. They would be
closer to the building and have easy access to the keypad back door. The back door offers a short
distance and a level sidewalk to the entrance. This confined area would also be much easier to de-
ice in the winter.

The disadvantages would be taking these frequently used spaces out of general usage and also that
exiting these spaces can be a challenge. If you have any comments about this suggestion send
them to me at knkrueger@bendbroadband.com.
